Objectives: Students will…
· [bookmark: _Hlk47101694]Explore their feelings for the ending of the previous school year
· Understand how others may share their experiences
· Discern helpful solutions from nonhelpful solutions for handling disappointments

Protective Factor Developed: Feelings of efficacy

Materials:
· Large paper and markers for each group
· Reflective Questions (see Reflection Q&S PD Slide 1)
· Solutions (see Reflection Q&S PD Slide 2)
· Facilitator Guide (pgs. 3 & 4)

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk30146921]Team Teaching: For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate to different groups.  Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students.  This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating relevant content to their curriculum.  In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions.  Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons.  It also provides opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching.  Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· [bookmark: _Hlk48134518][bookmark: _Hlk48029065]Invite the school’s counselor to co-teach this lesson.  Their expertise in the areas of social-emotional learning can greatly benefit the students’ well-being.  

Attention Grabber: 
1. [bookmark: _Hlk48029021]Begin the activity by placing students into small teams of 5 students in each.  Assign each member of the team a letter of the alphabet from A-E.  
2. [bookmark: _Hlk47096628]Share with the class any feelings you may have experienced with the way school ended the previous year.  
3. Display slide 1 containing the Reflective Questions.  Instruct student A to read Question A to their team and share one response with their team.  Each team member will take turns sharing one response to question A.  Then, student B will do likewise with each team member taking a turn sharing one response to Question B.  Each team should continue through the questions in this manner until time is up.  If teams have less members than questions, volunteers can read a second question.  
4. Call on a volunteer from each team to report on one common thing most of their team members shared from any of the questions.      

Problem-Solving and Application Activities:
5. [bookmark: _Hlk47090888]Explain to students that we can choose to help ourselves grow from disappointing experiences and model this strength to others, in order to be an encouragement to them.  Modeling perseverance is a positive way to demonstrate citizenship.
6. [bookmark: _Hlk47973523]Create a t-chart on the board and label one side, “Helpful” and the other side, “Not Helpful”.  Instruct the groups to brainstorm what helpful and non-helpful solutions look like.    
7. Rotate to each group and ask for ideas for both titles and record student responses on the correct side.
Helpful Solutions look like: produce positive outcomes, provide opportunity to help others, increase trust from others, etc.
[bookmark: _Hlk48029106]Non-Helpful Solutions look like: incites violence, hurts others, decreases trust from others, etc.  Remember to share the law if applicable. 
8. Display slide 2: Solutions.  Instruct the groups to choose a recorder to letter a piece of paper from A-J.  and then decide for each solution if they think the solution is helpful or not helpful, the recorder will write down the group’s decision.  For each solution, the group should also record the group’s reasons for their response.   
9. Rotate to each group, checking on their progress and answering any questions they may have.  
10. Call on each group to report out on one item and explain their response.  Then, ask the class to vote with thumbs up or down if they agree or disagree for each report.  Elaborate on relevant laws. (See Facilitator Guide)

Lesson Closure:  
1. Instruct each student to write a note to themselves about one helpful thing they can do the next time they experience a disappointment.

Helpful: You may surprise yourself on what you can do. 

D. [bookmark: _Hlk47084328]Believe everything you hear and spread it to others.
Not Helpful: Be discerning and reason facts from fiction, bring harm by spreading false information, others may lose trust in you. 

E. [bookmark: _Hlk47084342]Learn something new from your experience. 
Helpful: Gain knowledge and skills that can assist you with coping with future disappointments.

F. [bookmark: _Hlk47084357]Look to others who have overcome their disappointments and ask them what they did.
Helpful: Seek positive role models, this may also enable you to be an inspiration to others who are struggling.

G. [bookmark: _Hlk47084370]Research resources in your community that can help.
[bookmark: _Hlk46857708]Helpful: Seek help from professional organizations trained to effectively assist the community, provide information that can help others.  

H. [bookmark: _Hlk47084387]Substance abuse.
Not Helpful: May bring harm to health, cause addiction and other health related issues, making it even more difficult to cope with difficult situations.

I. [bookmark: _Hlk47084404]Seek the facts about the situation.
Helpful: Knowing the truth can help you make more reasonable decisions that can actually benefit the situation.

Helpful: Sharing your feelings may help you connect with others that feel the same and helps others understand how you feel, talking about how you feel may help you feel better and you may learn some tips on how to handle the stress.
