Tattling vs Reporting Lesson Plan

Objectives: 
· Students will understand the difference between tattling and reporting 
· Students will be able to distinguish between situations that should or should not be reported

Materials: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk183183207][bookmark: _Hlk216790046]Small whiteboard & dry erase marker, 1 per group
· Tattling vs Reporting, 1 poster for whole group
· Scenario Cards, 1 copy per group
· T-Chart, 1 copy per group
· Sticky Notes, 1 per student
· Tape
Prior to the lesson:
· Cut and place scenarios into their own sealable plastic bag so there is one bag per group

Timeframe: 30 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.


Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with sticky notes, a small whiteboard and markers.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk216790069]Start by asking the students a question, do you know the difference between tattling and reporting?
3. Ask half of the groups to brainstorm what the goal of tattling on someone is. Ask the other half of the groups to brainstorm what the goal of reporting is. All groups will write their answer on their small whiteboard and have all groups display their answers at the same time.
4. If they do not reach the correct answer, provide it for them:
a. The goal of telling on someone is to get them in trouble
b. The goal of reporting is to keep someone safe
5. Present the Tattling vs Reporting Poster. Explain each box with examples:
	TATTLING
	REPORTING

	To get someone in trouble: “He didn’t clean up his desk!”
	To keep someone safe: “She pushed someone, and they got hurt.”

	Behavior is not harmful: “He’s talking while the teacher is teaching.”
	Behavior is dangerous: “He brought something sharp to school.”

	Behavior is accidental: “She spilled water on my paper by mistake.”
	Behavior is purposeful: “He kicked me on purpose when we were in line.”

	You can solve the problem yourself: “They won’t let me join the game, but I can ask again or find another game.”
	You need help from an adult: “They are saying they will hurt me and won’t stop even when asked.”


6. Distribute the Scenario Cards and a T-chart to each group. 
7. Instruct groups to work together to sort the scenarios in the correct column: Tattling or Reporting. 
8. Create a T-Chart on the board with one side labeled Tattling and the other side labeled Reporting.
9. Call on groups to share a scenario and explain which side they placed it on, have a representative from the group tape the scenario on to the board’s T-chart. 
10. Continue to rotate to each group, until all scenarios have been taped to the board. As the facilitator, expand and elaborate when needed.
Facilitator Guide:
Tattling Scenarios
· Madison’s pencil broke
· Sophie took the seat I wanted 
· Liam cut in line 
· Jordan didn’t put his book away
· They are whispering during free time
· Noah used markers instead of crayons
· Mia bumped into me on accident
· Emma wrote on the board
Reporting Scenarios
· Ethan wants to fight Eric after school (assault)
· Miley says she doesn’t feel safe at home
· Olivia is sending mean messages online (harassment)
· David has something sharp in his backpack
· Bailey pushed Laura at recess (assault)
· Billy says he wants to hurt himself
· Max and Tim are throwing rocks
· He kicked me in line (assault)
11. Assign a tattling scenario to each group. Ask groups to discuss and share the following: How could you handle the tattling situation on your own?
12. Assign a reporting scenario to each group. Ask groups to discuss and share the following: What could happen if nobody reported this?
13. [bookmark: _Hlk213840895]Explain that students should go to a trusted adult when reporting. Examples include: Teacher, School Resource Officer, School Counselor, Principal, Parent, or Coach.
14. Debrief the lesson by having each student write on a sticky note who they would report their groups scenario to.
15. Collect sticky notes as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
