Objectives: 
· Students will understand ways they can help keep themselves and others safe 
· Students will feel empowered to take an active role in keeping their school safe

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Connection/Committment to school

Materials: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk216861830]Find Someone Who, 1 per student
· Safety Superhero, 1 per student
· Colored Pencils and Markers, 1 pack per group
· Prizes

Timeframe: 30 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.






Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. 
2. [bookmark: _Hlk216861853]Explain to students that they will be completing an activity where they move around the room and work together.
3. Distribute a find someone who sheet to each student. Explain that each box contains a safety question and their goal is to walk around the room and find a classmate who knows the answer to the box they choose.
· When they find someone who knows the answer, that classmate should explain the answer. If it is correct, the classmate will write their name in the box. If it is incorrect, they should find a different classmate who knows the answer.
· Students cannot write their own name in any box.
· Each classmate may only sign one box on each person’s sheet.
· Students continue moving, asking, and signing until all boxes are filled.
4. When a student fills all their boxes, they will bring the completed sheet to the facilitator. 
5. The facilitator will then call on the classmates who signed the boxes and ask them to explain the answers. 
6. If the classmates can correctly explain the safety answers they signed for, they will win a prize.
7. Then distribute a safety superhero to each student. 
8. Ask them to draw/write how they can be heroes by reporting unsafe situations or standing up for others. (For example: I will use kind words, I will stand up for others, I will report unsafe behavior, I will tell a trusted adult when something is wrong, I will think before acting.)
9. Provide colored pencils and markers to make the safety superhero colorful and special. Encourage students to think of something they learned during the lesson to add to their superhero.
10. Debrief the lesson by allowing students to share their superhero with the class. 
11. Collect and display the superheroes around the classroom as a visual reminder of what it means to be a safety hero.
