Objectives: 
· Students will understand the significance of being mindful when sharing content online.
· Students will learn how their social media actions can lead to long-term consequences.

Materials: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk183183207]Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Social Media Examples, 1 copy for whole class
· Facilitator Guide, 1 copy
· Small whiteboard & dry erase marker, 1 per group
· Tape
· Index card, 1 per student
Prior to the lesson, 
· Optional: Post social media examples from step 4 of Lesson 1 How Would This Impact Me Now 

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper, index cards, and a small whiteboard and markers.
2. Review the social media examples from L1 How Would This Impact Me Now with the students and ask if they have any more that they want to add to the list. Facilitator Note: If you do not have this list, post a large poster paper on the board and ask groups for examples of something a teen might post online rotate around to each group until you feel you have enough examples on the paper. 
3. The facilitator will add additional social media examples by taping each one to the poster. 
4. Once an example is added, the facilitator will ask the students a question. Each group will brainstorm on their small whiteboard and then have a few groups report out their ideas. This will continue until all the examples have been discussed. After each example, groups will rotate the whiteboard clockwise, allowing everyone in the group an opportunity to write. The person selected to report will be the one to receive the whiteboard next.
A. How might Sarah's decision to leave the offensive joke up, even though it got 'likes’ affect her and others? (Facilitator Note of Possible Responses: impact Sarah’s reputation, effect Sarah’s friendship, influence others to do the same)
B. [bookmark: _Hlk190082477]How could this video damage Bobby and Andrew in the future? (Facilitator Note of Possible Responses: career impacts, legal consequences, loss of scholarships or promotion)
C. [bookmark: _Hlk190083048]How would this post impact/hurt Ruben? (Facilitator Note of Possible Responses: misrepresentation of the situation, distort the truth, harm Ruben’s reputation)
D. [bookmark: _Hlk190083301]Why is it important not to post about others when you don’t know the full story? (Facilitator Note of Possible Responses: misunderstanding the context, respecting privacy, harm or misinformation)
E. What could happen if Jenny’s video was shared outside the group chat? (Facilitator Note of Possible Responses: spreading harmful content, impact job prospects or college applications)
5. Explain to the students that actions have consequences and often people only think about short term consequences and forget about the long-term consequences. Tell the students they are going to think about the long-term consequences of social media posts.
6. The facilitator will give each group a social media post to focus on from the social media examples. 
7. On their own large poster paper, they will create a 4-part chain of events which could occur after something has been posted on social media. The outcomes can be positive or negative but should be realistic. 
8. The facilitator will provide an example on the board before groups begin: Charles Smith sprayed bug spray on produce at Walmart  the video was uploaded to Instagram  he is now facing a felony charge  booked in jail and held on $10,000 bond.
9. When the groups are done, rotate around and have them share one chain of events.
10. After a group has shared, the facilitator can report out the possible legal consequences for that example using the facilitator guide.
11. Ask students to create their own chain of events on an index card making the first step oversharing on social media. As the facilitator, make one for yourself (even if the information is not real) and share it as an example. (Share a photo of your child playing in the basketball game  basketball uniform shows name of school  someone with bad intentions now knows where your child goes to school and that they will be at all the games that season)
12. Have the students share with 3 different peers their chain of events.
13. Collect all index cards when students exit class and review to ensure they understand the content.
