Objectives: 
· Students will understand the long-term consequences of social media use.
· Students will analyze true stories and examples of social media posts.

Materials:

Then have enough copies so each student can receive a story for the debrief. All examples on this website may not be appropriate for K-12 students. Check with your administrator prior to selecting social media examples to use in class

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with sticky notes and a buzzer.
2. Explain to the class that they will be given examples of social media being used positively and negatively. 
3. Read a social media post below. The first group to hit their buzzer gets to answer whether the post is positive or negative and why. If they get the answer correct, award a point to their team. If they get the answer incorrect, another group can buzz and try to answer.
4. Continue until going over all social media posts. 
Facilitator Note: Social Media Posts
Post (on multiple platforms): Can’t believe Sara failed that exam. I’m so glad I studied harder. #Loser 
Why: This post is negative because it’s an example of cyberbullying. Consequences of cyberbullying for minors tend to involve probation, counseling, juvenile detention, or education interventions.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  https://thevalleylawgroup.com/blog/arizona-law-cyberbullying/#:~:text=While%20there%20is%20not%20a,%2C%20education%2C%20and%20electronic%20communication.] 


Post: Had an amazing time volunteering at the local food bank today. It’s always great to give back to the community. #GiveBack 
Why: This post is positive because employers or college admissions may take note of the student’s commitment to making a difference. 
Post: Excited to announce I’ve been accepted to my dream school! Grateful for all the support from family, friends, and teachers. Ready for this next chapter! #CollegeBound
Why: This post is positive because it highlights achievement, ambition and dedication.
Post: A photo showing a teenager holding a drink at a party, captioned, “Living my best life, #YOLO” 
Why: This post is negative because it’s an example of underage drinking. A minor in possession is a misdemeanor with a maximum jail term of 180 days, a fine of up to $2,500, and up to three years of probation.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  https://www.flagstaff-lawyer.com/library/underage-alcohol-offenses-in-arizona.cfm#:~:text=Arizona%20law%20makes%20it%20illegal,to%20purchase%20or%20consume%20alcohol.] 

5. Explain that students will learn more about how a post on social media can impact a future by exploring true stories around the room.
6. Distribute a true stories handout to each student.
7. Have each group start at a different story posted on the wall. Each student should bring their True Stories handout and a writing utensil with them
8. Instruct students to read the true story aloud, discuss the story with their group and answer the questions on their handout. Allow groups 3-4 minutes at each station. They should not rotate to the next story until they hear the buzzer.
9. Continue until groups have visited all stations.
10. After groups have visited the last story, instruct them to choose a reporter for their group. The reporter should stay at the posted story while the rest of the group returns to their seat. Have each group reporter summarize the information in the story they are at and share their answer to the questions from the handout. If posing questions about their answers, include the rest of the group that is sitting to include more than just the reporter. 
11. Specifically focus on story #6- posting content that causes harm, harassment, or disrupts public order can result in serious legal consequences. ARS § 13-2916 is the Arizona statute that defines the crime of telephonic or electronic harassment. People commit this offense if they use their telephone or computer to terrify, intimidate, threaten, or harass a specific person or persons. A violation of this law is a Class 1 misdemeanor punishable by up to six months in jail.[footnoteRef:3] [3:  https://www.shouselaw.com/az/defense/laws/electronic-harassment/] 

12. Ask students why they think legal consequences can be given for social media posts? (Facilitator Note: possible answers are accountability, safety, prevention, protection)
13. Have students return to their seats. Debrief the lesson by giving each student a true story. Have them write on the back how they would feel if they were the person that posted. Do they believe they would have posted it or not if they knew the consequences? Collect true stories once done.
