Objectives: 
· Students will explore what a "Drug Free Zone" is.
· Students should learn the consequences of being under the influence at school.
· Students should learn the consequences of being in possession of alcohol at school.

Materials: 
· Student Handbook, 1 per group
· Sticky notes, 1 per student
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Projector for video - https://lawforkids.org/school-offenses/173-school-offenses/1077-drug-free-school-zone

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson: 
1. Divide students into small groups of 3 or 4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper and markers.
2. Inform the class that they will watch a video that explains “Drug Free School Zones” and what it means to have alcohol at school, near a school, and some of the consequences.  https://lawforkids.org/school-offenses/173-school-offenses/1077-drug-free-school-zone 
3. Have students share and write in groups everything they learned from the video. Have groups share out. 
4. Have the facilitator address any information the students missed. Refer to the facilitator handout. 
5. Explain to the students that school rules can mirror the law. This means there could possibly be school consequences as well. Ask the students to share with their group what they think the consequences at their school might be. (Refer to the school’s student handbook.) Have groups share out.
6. Have students participate in “Stand Up, Hand Up, Pair Up”. Students will stand and put their hand up in the air. They will walk around and when the facilitator calls “pair” students pair up with a partner and put their hands down once they have a partner. Once everyone has a partner ask, why law makers thought it was important to have steeper laws on drugs near a school zone? Students share their answers with their partners. Have volunteers share their thoughts. Everyone returns to their seat.
7. Using the large poster paper, have each group create informational posters educating students about a Drug Free School Zone which should include: what it is, where it is, what the possible legal and school consequences are. Encourage students to use markers or colored pencils for added flair.
8. Debrief this lesson by asking students to write on a sticky note their answer to how someone under the influence would affect the school environment.

Facilitator Guide

WHO DOES THIS LAW APPLY TO?
The Drug Free School Zone law applies to everyone. It is illegal for anyone to sell, make, or possess drugs in a drug free zone.
WHAT KIND OF DRUGS IS THE LAW TALKING ABOUT?
The law specifically says that marijuana, peyote, prescription-only drugs, dangerous drugs or narcotic drugs are illegal in Drug Free School Zones.
DOES A DRUG FREE SCHOOL ZONE JUST MEAN AT SCHOOL?
A Drug Free School zone is actually much bigger than just school. The law says that a Drug Free School Zone includes school, the area within 300 feet of school, and any public property within 1,000 feet of school. The law even says that a school bus stop or a school bus is a Drug Free School Zone!
WHAT HAPPENS TO SOMEONE WHO BREAKS THE LAW?
Having illegal drugs is a felony, which means that it is a serious crime with serious punishment, like time in jail or expensive fines. Having illegal drugs in a Drug Free Zone is treated even more seriously by the law - this means even more time in jail and more expensive fines.
