Advocating for Diversity Awareness Lesson Plan
Obtain Administrator Approval Prior to Implementing Lesson

Objectives:  Students will…
· Brainstorm benefits of diversity
· Learn how ‘Hate Crimes’ can affect diverse populations
· Create slogans to raise awareness of the benefits of diversity

Materials:
· Large paper and markers for each group
· Slogan Quiz-1 copy per group
· Slogan Quiz Answer Key
· Response Questions-1 copy per group

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

Activity 1: Brainstorming Benefits of Diversity
1. Begin the activity by placing students into small groups of 3 to 5 students in each. Provide large paper and markers for each group.
2. Instruct the groups to brainstorm on their large poster paper, a list of outcomes a diverse population could bring to their school and community. Rotate around to each group, asking for a volunteer to share 2 ideas.  Instruct the listening groups to check any similar item on their list before rotating to the next group.  Continue until all new ideas have been heard.
Possible Outcomes:  Different views of the world, Increased awareness of others, Opportunities to see common ground and unique qualities, Additional perspectives, Increased conflict, Fear, Uncomfortable or awkward moments, etc.

3. Remind students that ‘Hate Crimes’ are crimes motivated by race, color, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, gender, or disability, and usually involves violence.  Arizona law provides for the possibility of enhanced penalties for hate crimes.  ARS 13-1604. Aggravated criminal damage; classification states that a person commits aggravated criminal damage by "defacing, damaging or in any way changing the appearance of any building, structure, personal property or place used for worship or any religious purpose." 
4. Instruct the groups to discuss how hate crimes can affect a school or community and be ready to share.
5. Rotate around to each group and ask a volunteer to share one idea from their group.  Record the responses on the board. 
Possible Responses:  Increase conflicts, Violence/revenge, Evoke fear, Create low self-esteem, Create division among social groups, Motivation for bullying, Teasing or taunting, etc. 
 
Activity 2: Slogan Quiz
1. Inform the participants that they will have an opportunity to increase awareness of the benefits of a diverse culture at their school and community with the use of slogans.  
2. Explain to the students that a slogan is a recognizable icon and/or saying that reminds the audience of the company or product. The following activity will provide more understanding on what slogans are.
3. Hand each group a Slogan Quiz facedown and explain that they will compete to see which group can correctly identify the company of each slogan first.  Instruct the groups to turn over their handout and begin.  Also instruct the groups to turn their handout back over and raise their hands when their group is finished.  As facilitator, carefully observe the order the groups finish.  
4. When all the groups are finished, ask each group to read off a slogan and share the company name, correct if necessary until all the answers have been revealed. (See Slogan Quiz Key) 
5. Ask the groups to discuss how increasing awareness of the benefits of a diverse population can affect targets of hate crimes and be ready to share.
Possible Reasons:  Build empathy, Raise awareness that certain groups are being targeted for harm because of their differences, Empower others to take actions against discrimination and prejudice, etc.

Activity 3:  Slogans to Raise Awareness of the Benefits of Diversity
1. Instruct each group to think of an original slogan and create a poster stating their slogan and depicting benefits of a diverse population within their school and /or community.  
2. Provide time for each group to post their slogan around the room and present to the class. 
3. Next, hand each group a copy of a set of Response Questions to answer as a group.  
4. Rotate to each group and ask each group to provide a response for one of the questions.  

Debrief: Write the following phrase on the board and instruct each group to complete the phrase and be ready to share.

To me, diversity is…
