Career Exploration Lesson Plan

Objectives: Students will…
· Learn about the legal requirements of various jobs.
· Learn about the skills required for various jobs.

Protective Factor Developed: Critical Reasoning Skills

Materials:
· Whiteboard
· Whiteboard marker (1 for teacher)
· Devices to access the internet (1 per pair)
· Poster paper (1 per group)
· Markers/pens (1 per person)

Timeframe: 55 Minutes	

Activity:
1. Before the lesson begins, write the following on the whiteboard:
a. Summarize what they do in 1-2 sentences. 
b. What is the median salary in the U.S.? In Arizona?
c. What are the legal requirements to obtain this job (degrees, certifications, etc.)?
d. What is the job outlook? (How in demand is the job?)
e. What kind of skills are required?
f. What is one challenge and one benefit of the job?
2. Divide students into random pairs and distribute technology devices, poster paper, and markers/pens to each group.
3. Assign each pair a different job to research: Physician, Attorney, Dentist, Teacher, Pharmacist, Accountant, Optometrist, Social Worker, Real Estate Agent, Electrician, Engineer, Pilot, Plumber, Nurse.
4. Students should research their assigned job and create a poster. They can organize their poster however they wish, as long as it contains at least 1 visual and answers the questions written on the whiteboard.
5. Encourage students to use bls.gov for most of their research, but they can include information from outside sources as well. They should record where they got any information outside of bls.gov.
6. After giving students enough time to research and create their posters, have each pair present to the class.
7. Debrief by asking students “What job out of the ones we learned about today do you think would be the most interesting to have?” Have students discuss with their groups before calling on a few volunteers to share.
