Objectives: Students will…
· learn about the laws associated with the legal drinking age in Arizona.

· understand the legal consequences to underage drinking, drinking and driving, and using a fake ID.
Protective Factor Developed: Resistance Skills

SEL Competency: Responsible Decision-Making

Materials:

· Each One Teach One Alcohol Fact Strips (1 per student)
· Chart Paper & Markers
Timeframe: 45 minutes

Activity: 

1. Begin by explaining to students that they will be learning about alcohol drinking laws.  

2. Ask students to call out some statements about alcohol laws that they know or have heard about. (drinking and driving, underage drinking, using fake ID’s to purchase)

3. Next, distribute an ‘each one teach one’ fact strip to each student.

4. Give them a few minutes to read and learn their fact.

5. Next, have students walk around the room and teach their fact to at least 5 other people. They should teach their fact strip one on one and not in a group setting so that they are teaching it multiple times.
6. Next, have students go back to their seats and write down at least three facts they learned from others. 
7. Then, call on a few students to share something they learned from someone else regarding alcohol and what the law says. Record their answers on the white board or on chart paper and expand/clarify where needed.
8. After, divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students and have each student bring their fact strip to their group.

9. As a group, have students select one fact strip they all agree with and use it to create an awareness poster that would teach their fact. The poster must include a legal consequence. Students should use chart paper and markers.
10. Ask each team to report out on their awareness poster to the class.

Lesson Debrief: Name something you learned that you did not know. What laws about alcohol or using fake IDs surprised you? 

Lesson Note:

Law: Legal Drinking Age in Arizona is 21 A.R.S. §4-101.  
Underage drinking is a status offense and usually handled through juvenile courts with penalties such as  
· Suspension of juvenile license

· Requiring the juvenile to pay restitution or fine

· Removed from home and placed with other care giver such as relative, foster care or group home

· Ordering the juvenile and parents to attend counselling or education program

· Juvenile could be retained in a juvenile detention facility
