Objectives:  Students will…
· Understand the differences between reporting and tattling.
· Learn when should report and when you can solve it yourself.
· Draw a picture to illustrate what they learned.

[bookmark: _Hlk30146921]Team Teaching: For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· [bookmark: _Hlk47170461]Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating relevant content to their curriculum.  In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions.  Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons.  It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching.  Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Implementing LRE online with the classroom teacher will also provide support with teaching online.  The teacher can help monitor chats and address raised hands and technical difficulties.
· Follow the system that teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.

Activity: 
1. Inform students that today’s lesson is about knowing when to report a problem and when can you solve it yourself.  Explain that reporting is when they tell the teacher, parent, or adult in charge what someone is doing in order to keep everyone safe and out of trouble.  Tattling is telling in order to get someone in trouble for something you could solve yourself or can be solved by others with no one getting hurt.
2. Explain to students that you are going to call out some ideas and if they think the response is reporting they can place their hands around their mouth with palms facing in.  If they think the response is tattling, they can cover their mouth with both hands.  Elaborate on each answer if necessary.
A. You see a classmate fall down on the playground and stay down and begin to cry.  A student runs to the teacher to tell.  (Reporting)
B. Your partner is drawing instead of working on the math problems with you.  You tell the teacher.  (Tattling) What other actions can you take?  (Ask if they have any questions about the assignment.)
C. An older student always tries to trip you when you put your lunch tray away.  You’ve told them to stop, but they keep doing it, so you finally tell the teacher.  (Reporting)
D. You and another student are playing ball and they accidently trip you, you are okay, but you tell the teacher anyway.  (Tattling) What could you do instead?  (Let it go, unless they keep doing it and then you can walk away, tell them to stop; if it continues on purpose, then report to the teacher.) 
3. Next, explain that some conflicts are small and can be solved by you but sometimes conflicts get bigger and you may need a teacher or adult to help you.  Asking the teacher for help to solve a conflict is not the same as tattling.  You are not trying to get anyone in trouble, you are just trying to make peace.
4. Display the Solve or Get Help Activity Sheet (See pg. 3) for students to see as you review the directions.  
5. Provide the link for students to download their own copy and print or work off of a fillable document on their computer.  
6. Explain that you will read each scenario and students can enter an “S” for Solve it themselves or an “H” for get help from the teacher or adult in charge.  
7. Allow time for students to enter their choice and then review the responses.  (See Facilitator Guide, pg. 4)
8. Next, read each scenario again, one at a time.  For each scenario ask students to think about what may happen if they did not try to solve the situation themselves or get help, whichever the correct response was.  
9. Instruct students to draw a picture of what they have learned from today’s or from any of the other lessons in this cohort.  Further instruct students to share their picture with someone in their home and share what they learned.

S-Solve it by asking her if you can play with them, find someone else to play with, let her know you miss her and would like to have time to play together, etc. 
Hurt feelings, anger or loss of friendship could result if nothing is resolved

2. _____My sister keeps pushing me off my bus seat, even after I said, “Stop it!”
H- Help dangerous and harmful if not stopped.
More aggressive actions could result, or others may think that is funny and do that to others

3. _____An argument started between my friend and I, and then she started kicking me.
H-Help kicking is aggression and should stop immediately
Returned aggression and fighting, both would have school consequences

4. _____My table partner and I are arguing over whose turn it is to put the class supplies away.
S-Solve it by offering to share in putting supplies away or today you will and tomorrow they can, etc.
Argument may distract others, cause mean feelings towards each other, loss of cooperation, etc.

5.  _____A classmate keeps making faces at me when the teacher isn’t looking.
S-Solve it by ignoring it, smiling back, asking them to stop; avoid making faces back if it bothers you
If behavior continues, report to teacher
