· 538 electors  
· Candidate with 270 or more votes wins 
· Types of elections  
· General elections  
· First Tuesday of November  
· People will vote for federal, state, and local officials  
· Municipal elections  
· Odd numbered years with no federal and state office on the ballot  
· Primary elections  
· Each political party selects its candidates to run for office during the general election (before the general election)  
· Must be part of one political party or chose a ballot for one to vote in  
· State election and local jurisdictions 
· Caucus  
· Similar to a primary but is a private event where political party members vote verbally and no polls  
· Special elections  
· When someone in an office can no longer serve (polls)
