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Virtual Escape Room Lesson Plan
(Middle/High School)

Objective: Students will...
· [bookmark: _Int_WlFQYBSW]engage in a lesson utilizing one or more virtual escape rooms found on LawforKids.org 

Materials:
· Large Paper for Poster or Chart Paper/Markers (per group)
· Whiteboard 
· Internet Service
· [bookmark: _Int_OiZlWmLE][bookmark: _Int_5Xphq2jP]Student Access to Virtual Escape Rooms - https://lawforkids.org/get-involved/virtual-escape-rooms - The facilitator will need to decide in advance which escape room the students will use and the topic to be discussed.
· Optional: Bag of candy, stickers or other small prize, or quarter sheets of paper -See Lesson Debrief/Exit Ticket

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

Activity: 
1. Begin the activity by placing students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Provide large paper and markers for each group. Instruct the students to divide their poster into three sections. Label the sections as follows:(KWL Chart) 
· Know: What do they think they know about the topic
· What do they want to Know?  
· What did they Learn?
2. Announce to the class which Escape Room topic was selected.
3. Ask the students to brainstorm 5-7 things they think they know about the topic. Have them add these under the “Know” section of their KWL chart. 
4. Allow groups to brainstorm for 5 minutes.  
5. Have a spokesperson present each groups’ knowledge and post their KWL chart on the wall.
6. Draw a T-Chart on the board and label one side as “Know” and the other side as “Unsure”. As the students present the “Know” section of their group posters, write down correct knowledge that more than one group mentions under the “Know” side of the T-Chart. If students mention an idea that you know to be incorrect, or other students do not seem to be sure of, add it to the “Unsure” side of the T-Chart.
7. Then direct groups to work together to brainstorm at least one question that they have about the topic and list it under the W section of their group’s T-Chart. Give them 3 minutes to come up with a question and write it down on their posters.
8. Have each group choose a different spokesperson to present their question(s) to the class. Add these questions to the “Unsure” section of the T-Chart.
9. Direct students to https://lawforkids.org/get-involved/virtual-escape-rooms and have them play the selected escape room in their groups. Give them 15 minutes to do this.  
· If time permits, instruct the students to play the game twice.
i. The first time to just become familiar with the game and to have fun.
ii. The second time, to identify any new information that they learned.
· Have students add what they learned to their KWL Chart under the L section. (Ask them to try and come up with three items) 
10. Have each group present what they learned. If what they learned answers a question in the “Unsure” section on the front board, acknowledge that and cross it out.
11. Review any questions under the “Unsure” portion of the T-Chart. Discuss any additional questions the students might have.

Lesson Debrief/Exit Ticket: (These can be combined) 
12. Debrief the lesson by using one of the following options:
Option A - If you need to fill time, give each student a quarter sheet of paper and have them write down a sentence explaining how what they learned will help them. 
Option B - Tell students that you are going to call on them at random to share one thing they learned today. Advise them that they cannot repeat an answer someone else already said.  Reward with small prize every student who gives a valid answer.
