Facts on Medical Marijuana Lesson Plan

Objectives:  
· Students will learn about the law permitting use of Medical Marijuana
· Students will learn about the facts about Medical Marijuana

Materials:
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Index cards/paper (one per student)
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Fact cards
· Fact Puzzles (one piece per student; students may have extra pieces to complete puzzles)

Timeframe: 50 minutes

Activity 1: K/W/L Chart
1. Begin the activity by placing the students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Supply each group with large poster paper and markers. 
2. Next model on the board a classroom K/W/L chart. Explain to the students the “K” column stands for what the students “think they know” about Medical Marijuana. The “W” column stands for what the students “want to know” about Medical Marijuana. The “L” column stands for what the students will “learn about” Medical Marijuana.   
3. Have the group elect one person to record the K/W/L chart on their large poster paper. Then, instruct the groups to collaborate together and list what they think they know about medical marijuana and what they want to know about medical marijuana under the appropriate columns.  To help start the brainstorm ask questions such as:  For what conditions is medical marijuana prescribed?
4. Next hand each student an index card.  Instruct each student in the group to write one of their “know” statements and one of their “want to know” statements on the card.  Collect the cards and share the statements with the class.  Chart the statements on the classroom K/W/L chart by taping the index cards under the appropriate column. (The K/W/L chart can be drawn on the whiteboard or chart paper).



Activity 2: May/May Not
1. Next, distribute a set of “May/May Not cards to each group.  Explain to students that in their groups, they need to decide if each statement requires a “May” or “May Not” to complete the sentence.  Once a decision is made, they should circle their answer.
2. Assign each group one card to report out. As groups report out gently correct any wrong answers.
3. Ask students to continue logging statements on their group’s K/W/L chart, making corrections as necessary.  Upon completion of the “May/May not” activity, ask students to finish their W column questions.  Have groups report out and correct the class K/W/L chart as necessary.
Activity 3:  Fact Puzzle
1. Issue each student a puzzle piece to a fact puzzle.  Ask them to mingle among the class and find the students who have the rest of the puzzle.  
1. Have them put the puzzle together then discuss the fact with their group.
1. Have one student from each group report their fact to the class.
1. Repeat this with new puzzles until at least the majority of the facts have been presented.  (you may give students more than one puzzle piece each if desired…but just make sure they go to the same puzzle)
1. Return to the K/W/L chart and have students report out what they have learned and record this on the chart.  Address any “want to knows” that didn’t get answered, if possible.
Debrief: 

Ask students to share one thing they learned that they didn’t previously know.
